BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the Mayor and the Borough Council of the Borough of Glen Ridge, in the County of Essex and the State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 10.24.010

Permits Required-Where
No vehicle shall be permitted to park in the public parking lots designated in Section 10.24.040 except a vehicle which satisfies each and all of the following criteria: 

(a)
the vehicle is registered for non-commercial, passenger use;

(b)
the vehicle is parked within an area marked on the pavement thereof for the parking of vehicles

(c)
the vehicle displays a permit issued for such parking

(d)
the permits is displayed as directed in Section 10.24.030.

Obtaining Permits
All permits, other than permits for Board of Education employees, may be obtained from the borough cashier.  Permits issued for Board of Education employees shall be of a decal type issued by and at the discretion of the borough administrator.  Only one permit per vehicle may be issued

Types of Permits in Public Parking Lots

A. Types of Permits

1.
Permits for Overnight Resident Parking

a.
Permits may be issued to residents for parking between the hours of seven p.m. and seven a.m.

b.
No fees shall be charged for this type of permit.

c.
Proof of residency is required; such as, a valid driver’s license and/or registration to the vehicle. 

d.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented.

e.
Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

f.
The vehicle owner will be required to remove the vehicle from the parking lot by seven a.m. or be subject to a summons and towing at the owner’s expense.

2. 
Permits for Daytime Resident Parking 

a.
Permits may be issued to residents for parking between the hours of seven a.m. and seven p.m.

b.
Fees shall be charged for this type of permit according to the fee scheduled in Section 10.24.030B  “Permit Fee Schedule.”  

c.
Proof of residency is required; such as, a valid driver’s license and/or registration to the vehicle.

d.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented.

e.  Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

f. The vehicle owner will be required to remove the vehicle from the parking lot by seven p.m. or be subject to a summons and towing at the owner’s expense.

Permits for Daytime Non-Resident Parking 

a.
Permits may be issued to non-residents for parking between the hours of seven a.m. and seven p.m.

b.
Fees shall be charged for this type of permit according to the fee scheduled in Section 10.24.030B  “Permit Fee Schedule.”  

c.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented.

d.
Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

e.
Vehicles must be removed from the parking lot by seven p.m. or be subject to a summons and towing at the owner’s expense.

4. 
Permits for 24 Hours Resident Parking 

a.
Permits may be issued to residents for parking for twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.

b.
Fees shall be charged for this type of permit according to the fee scheduled in Section 10.24.030B  “Permit Fee Schedule.” 

c.
Proof of residency is required; such as, a valid driver’s license and/or registration to the vehicle.

d.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented.

e.
Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

5. 
Permits for Employee Parking.

a.
Permits may be issued to employees for parking for twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.

b.
Permits issued for borough employees shall be of a decal type issued by the borough administrator, affixed to the rear window, lower left drivers side.

c.
Only one sticker may be issued to each municipal employee.

C.  Number of Permits Issued

All permits, other than permits for borough employee and student permits, may be obtained from the borough cashier.  Permits issued for borough employees shall be of a decal type issued by and at the discretion of the borough administrator.  Only one permit per vehicle may be issued.

Section 10.35.030

On Street Permit Parking Areas for Board of Education Employees
(a)
Between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m. Monday through Friday, parking for more than two hours is permitted only by Borough employees holding a valid employee parking permit on the following designated areas of the following described streets:

1. West side of High Street, between Bloomfield Avenue and Belleville Avenue, which is designated as a parking zone for employees working for employers located within the Borough.
2. East side of Ridgewood Avenue from Snowden Place south to Clark Street

3. East side of Ridgewood Avenue from a point 135 feet south of Clark Street to Appleton Road

On Street Permit Parking Areas for Commuters
(b)
Between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m. Monday through Friday, parking for more than two hours is permitted only by Borough residents holding a valid and applicable residential parking permit on the following designated areas of the following described streets:

1. West side of Ridgewood Avenue from Woodland Avenue Darwin Place south to Lincoln Street.

2. East side of Ridgewood Avenue from  Clark Street  to one hundred and thirty feet south of Clark Street.
(c)
Between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m. Monday through Friday, Student holding a valid Student parking permit must only park on the following designated areas of the following described streets:

1. West side of Ridgewood Avenue between Lincoln Street and Old Oak Road

2. East side of Ridgewood Avenue from a point one hundred and thirty five feet south of Clark Street to Appleton Road

Both sides Lincoln Street from Ridgewood Avenue to two hundred and eighty feet west of Ridgewood Avenue

Types of Permits for Parking on Public Streets

The following rules shall apply for parking permits on public streets:

A.  Types of Permits

1.  Permits for Daytime Resident Parking 

a.
Permits may be issued to residents for parking between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m.

b.
There will be fees charged for this type of permit according to the fee scheduled in Section 10.35.040B “Permit Fee Schedule.” 

c.
Proof of residency is required; such as, a valid driver’s license and/or registration to the vehicle. 

d.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented

e.
Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

2.  Permits for Daytime Non-Resident Parking

a.
Permits issued for non-residents for parking between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m.

b.
There will be fees charged for this type of permit according to the fee scheduled in Section 10.35.040B “Permit Fee Schedule.” 

c.
A valid driver’s license and registration to the vehicle must be presented

d.
Decal will be affixed to the rear window, lower corner of the driver’s side or as instructed by the Glen Ridge Police Department.

3.  Permits for Employee Parking.

a.
Permits may be issued to employees for parking twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.  

b.
Permits issued for employees shall be of a decal type issued by the borough administrator, affixed to the rear window, lower left drivers side.

c.
Only one sticker may be issued to each employee.

Permit stickers issued shall be subject to all the conditions and restrictions set forth in this chapter and of the permit parking zone for which it was issued, including conditions or restrictions which may be altered or amended from time to time. The issuance of such permit shall not be construed to be a permit for, or approval of, any violation of any provisions of this Code

C.  Number of Permits Issued

The number of permits issued for parking in designated on street permit parking areas shall be established by the borough administrator.

The following activities are prohibited:

A. 
No vehicle displaying a permit sticker shall be parked or stopped adjacent to any curb in an “on-street” permit parking zone in violation of any posted or noticed prohibition or restriction.

B.
It is unlawful for any person to sell, rent, transfer or lease, or cause to be sold, rented, transferred, or leased, for any value or consideration or no value or consideration any parking permit sticker. Upon conviction for a violation of this subsection, all permit stickers issued to, or for the benefit of, the owner of the vehicle for which the sold, rented, transferred or leased permit was authorized shall be void and returned to the administrative office in the municipal building.

C.
It is unlawful for any person to acquire for value or otherwise use any parking permit sticker, except as provided for in this chapter.

Penalty for violation
A.
Any person violating the provisions of this chapter shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not exceeding the sum of fifty dollars, or imprisonment for a period not exceeding sixty days, or by both such fine and imprisonment for each offense.

B.
In the case of repeated of continuous offenses, the department of public safety, police division, will have the right to have the vehicle removed (towed) and stored at the owner’s expense and / or their permit revoked.

Section 7.  Section 10.32.020 in Chapter 10.32 of Title 10 of the Glen Ridge Code is hereby rescinded.

Section 8.
Section 10.32.120 in Chapter 10.32 Title 10 of the Glen Ridge Code is amended by rescinding the existing provisions of said Section 10.32.120 and replacing such provisions in the entirety with the following provisions:

Section 10.32.120

Time Limit Parking- Seven a.m. to Five p.m.

No vehicle shall be parked on the following named streets, sides or portions thereof, for a period greater than three hours between the hours of seven a.m. and five p.m.:

1.
North and south sides of Windsor Place from Ridgewood Avenue to Hillside Avenue.

2.
South side of Darwin Place from a point thirty-eight feet west of Ridgewood Avenue to Woodland Avenue.

3.
Both sides of Appleton Road.
4.
North and south sides of Appleton Place.

5.
South side of Clark Street from Ridgewood Avenue to Bloomfield Avenue the railroad overpass

6.
West side of Clark from Hillside Avenue east North side of Clark Street from Ridgewood Avenue east to the railroad overpass.

7.
North and south sides of Snowden Place.

8.
East and west sides of Hillside Avenue from Bloomfield Avenue south to Windsor Place.

9.
North and south sides of Woodland Avenue

10.
Both sides of Hillcrest Road from Woodland Avenue to Summit Street.

10.  
South side of Hillcrest Road from a point on Hillcrest five hundred feet east of the intersection of Woodland Avenue to Douglas Road.

11.
North side of Hillcrest Road from Summit Street east to Douglas Road.
12.
North and south sides of Lincoln Street from two hundred and eighty feet west of Ridgewood Avenue to the Montclair Township border.

13.
North and south sides of Old Oak Road.

14.
East and west sides of Douglas Road from Woodland Avenue south to Lincoln Street.

15.
East and west sides of Summit Street.

16. East and west sides of Hamilton Road.

16. North and South sides of Baldwin Street from the Montclair Township Border to Highland Avenue.

17. West side of Ridgewood Avenue from Old Oak Road south to Washington Street

18. East side of Ridgewood Avenue from Appleton Road to Washington Street

Section 9.
Section 10.32.140.1,3,4,10,15,16,17&22 in Chapter 10.32 of the Glen Ridge Code is hereby amended by rescinding the existing provisions of said Section.

Section 10.
Nothing in this Chapter shall be construed to abrogate or impair the power of the Borough of Glen Ridge or any officer or department to enforce any provisions of its charter, or any other provisions of its Code or regulations promulgated thereunder, nor to prevent or punish violations thereof, and the powers conferred by this Chapter shall be in addition and supplemental to the powers conferred upon the Borough by any other law or provision of the Glen Ridge Code.
Section 11.
If any clause, sentence, subdivision, paragraph, section or part of this Ordinance be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, subdivision, paragraph, section, or part thereof, directly involved in the controversy in which said judgment shall have been rendered.
